*President’s report
· Manager’s report/maintenance report – Shari reported for Lisa.


· H8/H4 leak update – There was a leak caused by an air-conditioner problem. This has been resolved. H8 is fixing the control so it does not happen again. The ceiling in H4 was painted and looks ok.
· F2 leak update – This leak from the furnace room has been fixed. The leak caused a mold problem that has been repaired by bleaching and drying out the damaged area. The unit is now being rented again.
· Heat tape/gutters – The gutters are fixed and heat tape is being installed.
· Satellite dishes – Local Tel has come out and placed red tape on four dishes that will be taken down. Lisa will continue to work on this project.
· Landscaping - The F building had some shrubs taken out this summer for painting purposes and were never replaced, as well as some edging that was never completed. The plan is to address those issues in the spring.
· Hot tub issues – There were several dead squirrels found in the E spa. Mike Britt shut down the spa and had it cleaned to meet health department guidelines before opening it up again.
*Unfinished Business

· Changing light fixtures – Judy Edwards has been investigating the changing of bulbs/fixtures of the outside lights in the carports and stairs. There is a possibility that we can change just the bulbs to get a lower intensity light. Judy is working with Seattle City Light to find the best solution. We currently have mercury-vapor sodium lights that are bright and wasting energy. 
· Question on window-seal damage – It is of the opinion of the board that when outside window seals need to be replaced, it is the responsibility of the Condo Association to replace them as this is a common element for all homeowners.
· Landscape work – Several board members did a walk around on Oct. 24th and reported that overall, the landscaping looks good. 
*New Business
· Trellises on buildings to be painted – The G building will be painted next year and some trellises may need to be removed. Any additional trellises that were installed after the original ones were installed will need to be removed.
· Letter to condo owners – There will be a letter sent out by Carol Pierce and Steve Johannesen on the history of Kahler Glen to help inform condo owners of status of plans to help restructure the community.
Next meeting schedule – There will tentatively be a conference call scheduled for December.
