Minutes
Kahler Glen Condo Association Teleconference Meeting

June 29, 2010   7 PM

Members present:  Shari Bennett, Carol Pierce, Jan Donley, Kathleen Colvard

Also present:  Lisa Hanson, manager

The meeting was called to order by President Shari Bennett at 7:04 PM. 
Minutes:  

Jan moved and Carol seconded the motion (Motion 100629-1) to approve the minutes of the June 12 board meeting.  The motion was passed.  
Manager’s Report:

Realtor signs on carports have been removed.  On the golf course side, realty signs are only allowed in windows, not on deck rails.  Jan reported seeing a carport side sign stuck in the new garden area by F bldg and was concerned that the stakes went through the new weed barrier that was just placed there.  Lisa will advise realtors that signs should not be placed in planted garden areas.  They are to be placed in grassy areas near either end of the condo buildings.  Realtors have raised the question of having a space in the pro shop/restaurant to place fliers.  Shari will look in to this.  

One of the 911 emergency phones is not functioning.  Lisa reported that she received a bid from Computerland/LocalTel of $758.16 for a new weather protected emergency phone to replace the current one.  The monthly fee from LocalTel for the phone service would be $56.20.  The cost to repair the current phone is not clear, as there would be an hourly rate to have a service person come on site.  Carol suggested taking the phone down and mailing it in to be repaired.  Shari and Lisa will follow up on this possibility and report back.  


Mike Britt seemed pleased to hear of the possibility of receiving a 25 ft. ladder that Andi Main offered.  It will be of use to him with condo maintenance work.  Shari will let Andi know.  


Lisa has scheduled chimney inspection/cleaning for the week of July 12.  The normal rates are $149 for inspection and cleaning, with $109 for inspection only if cleaning is not deemed necessary.  Due to the large number of chimneys, we’ve been offered a rate of $75 for inspection and cleaning.  There will be no charge for “inspection only” if it turns out there are a very small number that don’t need cleaned.  If a large number of our chimneys don’t require cleaning, there would be some additional charge for their inspection.


Lisa has been experiencing difficulty getting Choice to respond to her calls and e-mails to get the spring A/C checks done.  Choice sent out an e-mail to some owners, but several (including Carol and Kathleen) didn’t get any notice.  July 14 is the tentative date that’s been set.  Lisa will talk with Choice again and notify them of our concern regarding their slowness to respond.  We have other options for vendors and may look at switching if we don’t get better responsiveness.


Trey Gooch Roofing has reported that 2 of the new chimney caps have been made and will be put in to place in the next 2-3 weeks.  


Asphalt work has been delayed due to cold and rainy weather, but areas have been marked and this work is planned soon.  We have not received a dollar amount for the asphalt we need done by garages that had cement repairs.  Carol mentioned that there has been no agreement by our association to pay for any of the asphalt around the septic caps in the parking area by H building.  Her last communication with the Community Association advised them that our board would consider some cost sharing but would need a bid for the work before making any final decision.  No bid has been received.  It is not clear who is responsible for this repair.   

Lisa reported that Mike and Lynn will put down weed barrier, rock and a few plants in the area next to the H building where the prior overgrown plants were removed.  A price has not been identified for this, but should be less than hiring a landscaper.  


Mike Britt has been repairing some cement cracks with a new product and has done some touch up painting.  The garden beds have been sprayed for weeds in areas that needed it.  


Andi Main got some information regarding an assistance program through the PUD to help us with switching out our external lights with more cost efficient products.  There is specific information they need to see whether we qualify, and Lisa will get together with Mike Britt and put together this information.  She also will talk to a lighting contractor that she knows about pricing for new fixtures that would be more energy efficient.  


The owners of D1 have now taken down the extension cord that goes to the string of lights on their deck so that renters can not use the lights.  Despite taking out the timer, the lights were continuing to be used and left on all night.  The owners of H2 told Shari that they don’t use their lights and that they are decorative, so they have not been taken down.  

President’s report: 


Shari will be sending a letter to the owner of H4 regarding the dog droppings and grass damage done by the occupant’s dog, and will also talk to the occupants about our concerns regarding this.  The garden area by H3/4 is overgrown and needs work.  When this is trimmed, the green fencing that is currently in place will be taken down and returned to the occupants of H4. 

Unfinished Business


As there had been no formal vote at the last meeting, the board reviewed the Real Estate Sign Guidelines as sent out by Shari.  They are:

 Real Estate Sign Guidelines:
         Signs may not be screwed or nailed to the building

         A maximum of two signs are permitted per unit

         Brochure containers should be attached to a sign, if used

         Signs facing the golf course are only allowed in the unit window

         Signs on the carport side must be in the ground or hung over the storage door for that unit with a temporary (no screw) type hanger

         Signs may not block the entrance to the carports

         Effective July 1, 2010, signs that are screwed or nailed to the building will result in an owner expense of $25 to caulk and touch up those areas

 
Carol moved and Kathleen seconded Motion 100629-2 to approve the Real Estate Sign Guidelines.  The motion passed unanimously.


The No Smoking Policy was reviewed.  The revision of the policy that Carol sent out on June 29 was reviewed and the board approved of the changes under the Rental Unit section.  Some other minor changes were made to the final paragraph.  With these changes, Carol moved and Kathleen seconded Motion 100629-3 to pass adopt the No Smoking Policy.  The motion passed unanimously.  Shari will write a letter to all owners and attach the policy.  This will be e-mailed out (and mailed to non e-mail users) within the next two weeks.  She will also contact Kahler Glen Lodging to make sure they are aware of the policy and notify renters of the policy and their obligations at check-in.  Carol offered to be the contact for owners who have questions regarding the policy once they receive it by mail/e-mail.  

New Business:

No specific date was set for a future meeting but it was suggested that we try for another “in person” board meeting in September.  

Adjournment:

Shari adjourned the meeting and thanked all present for their input.
