Letter to owners - Shari will be sending a letter to owners, including encouragement to condo owners to consider running for the board.
*Unfinished Business
Insurance renewal- Nancy and Shari spent a lot of time reviewing the condo association insurance. There were a number of changes that needed to be made. The renewal rate will be approximately $21,000 per year for three years. The board is grateful that the association insurance was not dropped.

 
Lighting/Spot light on flag – The community association is going to purchase a solar LED light to shine on the flag pole by the tennis court. The condo association board disagreed with this decision, stating this decision goes against the movement of less lighting for the community.
*New Business
Maintenance Contract Renewal – Andi and Nancy spent time working on the contract renewal. The resort has asked for about a 3% increase, and to change to a Jan-Dec contract period. The resort also asked for an escalator clause in the contract that would increase the amount on an annual basis based on the CPI index. Nancy, Andi, and Lisa will finish the contract review and send to the board for approval.
