Kahler Glen Community Association  meeting March 6, 2010

Called to order 9:10 am,  Rex Lund, Pete Petesch, John Summers, John Bennett, Tom Graham, Rob Casad, Lynn Withrow, and Steve Johannesen

Absent Dave Reynolds,  and Kim Ronbeck.

Motion by John S to approve minutes, John B seconded unanimous vote.

Communications: Rob updated us that C 8 sold to Jeff and Bonnie Carter from Sanfords.  Please review any roster changes. A welcome letter was sent to the new owners from Rob with the roster.  

Septic update: John Summers shared that the septic estimate is 6000$ for pumps switches  and other changes which are in the budget for 2010.  Signs are out on the septic stations with a number to call in emergency if alarms go off.  Mike Britt will know he is backup.

Finance: Rex spoke in Dave’s absence all is in order.  Only 3 owners are behind in payments.

Roads and trash: Steve will connect with Bruce next month about road repair.  Dumpster usage has been shared with Condo board and we will be able to reduce size until November on H G and E bldgs.  Others are ok as current size.  December rentals were best on record, so we will need to keep that in mind.  

Water: Pete reports all monthly tests are good.  Annual report should be available in May and then we can publish, over 80 tests done for this.  Concerns expressed about lack of snowfall and the impact on the resort this summer.  LLC will be keeping an eye on this and plan to have ponds full for usage.  

Architecture: email from Kim, no news.

President’s report: Rex attended  the resort owners meeting.  Easement question raised and we will continue to go forward with discussions.  Shares will remain as they are today.

Vision Committee : Feb 6th was the first town hall meeting.  Survey results, mission statement and scope were discussed. Volunteers will be recruited at the annual meeting:  probably committees for  Environmental, finance, governance and recreation.  Kudos to Jan  Donnelly for her leadership and input at the town hall.  

Resort update:  John B: February looks good, preparing for an early golf season and it looks positive for the year ahead.

RFI information from Steve:  There was a general discussion of positives/negatives on the 3 responders.  Steve will provide a presentation at the annual meeting. Steve spent about 40 or more hours to review this….maybe a $50,000 consulting job he has donated!  THANKS

Budget: Was reviewed by the board.  Fees will remain the same as last year,  septic is perhaps $5000 under budget.  We do have snow monitoring and reforestation in the budget that may not be needed.  The reserves are healthy and we have added $20,000.  Roads are in decent shape, no large repairs foreseen.  Lynn moved we accept budget as submitted John Summers seconded.  Budget passed unanimously.  Will be provided in advance, 30 days, of annual meeting.

Reforestation: Pete is asking the resort to help come up with numbers/cost for reforesting and how the resort can help provide services.  5-6000 trees could be done at $5000.  We have missed 2 seasons and need to move forward to improve this area.  The homeowners would also like help from the  Community association.  John Bennet spoke for the LLC. They are in agreement that the labor is available now and can be used to assist in reforesting.  Bruce Weeks and Lynn Zrjacks have pulled together a great deal of information/studies of the area (Lynn’s background is also reforestation).  The result of their survey is that the hillside has substantial growth now from the fire 16 years ago.  (not the shoot area which was never forested).

Annual meeting discussion: reviewed last year’s power point, Rex will present. Pete will do the power point and he needs each committee head to send him changes from last year. The current board is full, 9 members and all are willing (though with some arm twisting) to serve another year.  Gary Marks has expressed a desire to run and will be on the ballot.  There will need to be a written ballot.

John B  moved to adjourn 12:30 and Rex seconded.  Mtg adjourned. Next meeting  April 3rd in Seattle. Tentatively mid week.  HAVE power point to Pete at the end of this month!!!
